This recognition was welcome as rural areas, which can face a combination of high house prices, low wages, seasonal renting, and a high level of second home ownership, are deeply impacted by the housing crisis. Additional cost-of-living pressures mean the lower rents offered by housing associations are needed now more than ever. They save residents £21bn every year compared to private rented accommodation. This is a lifeline for low-income households across rural communities. 
Building new affordable homes in rural areas is essential to remove barriers to growth and opportunity. However, the number of rural households on local authority waiting lists grew by 20% from 2021 to 2025. This compares with 13% in urban areas. During this period, only 10,875 homes for social rent were completed in rural areas – sufficient to house less than a third of the additional households on waiting lists in those areas.
